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War is uncomfortable for 
Christians, and worldwide 
war is unfamiliar for today’s 
generations.

The natural human impulse is 
to run from attack. Jim Down-
ing—along with countless 
other soldiers and sailors at 
Pearl Harbor on December 
7, 1941—ran toward it, fight-
ing to rescue his fellow navy 
men, to protect loved ones 
and civilians on the island, 
and to find the redemptive 
path forward from a devas-
tating war. We are protected 
from war these days, but 
there was a time when war 
was very present in our lives, 
and in The Other Side of Infa-
my we learn from a veteran 
of Pearl Harbor and World 
War II what it means to follow 
Jesus into and through every 
danger, toil, and snare. 

Does God have a specific 
plan for your life – or mine? 
Can we really make sense 
of everything that happens 
to us? In this bonfire of some 
of the most precious of all 
evangelical myths, Mark 
Woods asks whether a truly 
biblical faith really supports 
many supposed evangelical 
‘shibboleths’, and thereby 
points us towards a faith that 
is deeper, more dangerous, 
and more fitting for adults.
