The Spoken Word of God

To fully understand this well-kept secret, we will 
go straight to the Source of creation itself: the 
spoken word of God.

The word ‘profession’ is not the picture of some-
one who simply repeats what someone else has 
said; rather it is an Individual who has gotten the 
Word of God into his head and has come into 
agreement and alignment with what God says. 
This person sees what he has read as God sees it, 
hears it, and feels it.
He has the same conviction, conceding the words 
he has read as God does! And so, when the 
believer begins to confess or profess the word of 
God he has read, it is powerful because it comes 
from a deep place of conviction inside his heart 

Words that are spoken from the conviction of the 
heart and are in line with God’s heart are words of 
faith! The person has in fact spoken out the rev-
elation that has come from the quickened word of 
God within him that is in total alignment with the 
written word he has read! The conviction of God 
has become the conviction of man and when that 
conviction is spoken out, it causes those words 
to take on creative form and shape and what was 
not seen, becomes visible! That which was hoped 
for now has substance! Because words that come 
from the conviction of the heart and are in line 
with the conviction of God’s heart are words of 
faith! It is these very words that have the power 
to create. 

Just as God’s words created the universe, your 
words of faith create the world you choose to live 
in! That which was hoped for now has substance 
- prophetic faith is what we are called to live by, 
a faith that has the power to speak and create the 
future! Nothing happens in the kingdom of God 
unless something is said. And the promises of 
prosperity, success divine health and a life full and 
well worth icing is only going to become yours 
when you align your thoughts, convictions and 
beliefs with God’s word. And when you speak 
out those powerful convictions you become the 
prophet of your own life! You activate the kind of 
faith that paves the future.

1 Corinthians 14:2 says, “For one 
who speaks in an [unknown] tongue speaks not 
to men but to God, for no one understands or 
catches his meaning, because in the [Holy] Spirit 
he utters secret truths and hidden things [not 
obvious to the understanding].”

When we pray in tongues, we are not praying 
according to our own thoughts or understand-
ing, we are praying the Spirit of God’s!  Now that 
truth alone makes my spirit leap with excitement!  
You see, the more you learn about the nature 
and character of God, you realise how absolutely 
awesome He is.  Besides being all powerful, He 
is full of love and goodness and hope.  He is kind, 
gentle, merciful and compassionate.  And He is 
for us!  He loves spending time with us because 
He delights in us.  He really is interested in every 
intimate detail of our lives.  I have to say, that has 
always touched my heart about our God.  The 
way I literally feel His smile and unconditional 
love for me, every time I direct my thoughts to 
Him.

When we pray in tongues, we silence every other 
thought or frequency in our minds and spirits that 
would bring doubt and fear.

There is nothing that satisfies our spirits and 
souls more, than that.

So whatever we 
need at the time we tune into His Spirit, is exactly

Other times it can be a clear thought that 
is spontaneously dropped into our minds that 
carries a powerful sense of urgency, filled with 
wisdom and purpose.

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It’s also important that we approach God with sincere hearts. James 5:16 (AMPC) says, “…The earnest (heartfelt, continued) prayer of a right-
eous man makes tremendous power available [dynamic in its working].” A sincere heart is focused on God, trusting that He hears you and will 
answer. It doesn’t mean you have to cry or yell to pray with sincerity; it’s all about the attitude of your heart toward God. 

YOU HAVE TO ASK

It’s exciting to get the revelation that God loves us, cares for us and wants to help us. But we have a part to do in getting the things God has for 
us—we have to ask. James 4:2 (AMPC) says, “…You do not have, because you do not ask.”

Now, it’s important to understand that we have to ask for God’s will to be done, not just for the things we think we want or should have apart 
from Him. James 4:1 tells us that striving to get what we want based on our carnal or fleshly desires leads to “strife (discord and feuds)…con-
flicts (quarrels and fightings).” This causes us to be jealous, covet what others have and become angry when we can’t “obtain [the gratification, 
the contentment, and the happiness” we are seeking ( James 4:2). 

These verses show us what causes problems in people’s lives. We think we’re unhappy because we don’t have all the stuff that we want. But the 
reality is only God can give us what we’re longing for in our hearts. He alone is the source of righteousness, peace and joy (Romans 14:17). And 
we will never enjoy life until we learn to abide in Him and trust Him to do what’s best for us.

THE KEY TO PRAYING FOR GOD’S WILL

If you’re not sure whether you’re asking for God’s will in your life (and we all go through times like this), then you need to take time to just abide 
in Christ. In John 15:7 (AMPC), Jesus says, “If you live in Me [abide vitally united to Me] and My words remain in you and continue to live in your 
hearts, ask whatever you will, and it shall be done for you.”

To abide means to live, dwell and remain; it’s not just spending time with God on Sunday morning and then going through your week doing 
what you want apart from Him. God wants to do life with us Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and Saturday too! As we spend time 
studying His Word, meditating on the Word, communicating with Him through prayer, and asking Him to fulfill His plans for us, we will know His 
will in our hearts.

It’s an amazing privilege to be able to talk to God! I want to encourage you to come to Him with humility and ask Him for the desires that are in 
your heart. Tell Him, “Lord, I don’t want anything You don’t want me to have. So if this is not Your will, don’t give it to Me. I’m trusting You and 
want You to be in control of my life.” Pray about everything that’s on your heart and keep it simple. Remember, prayer is simply talking to God, 
and you can pray anytime, anywhere, all day long…and He will answer.

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Jeremiah 31:18 “Restore me, and I will return, for You are the Lord my 
God.” Our God is in the restoration business. Indeed our God is a restor-
er. I looked up the Oxford dictionary to find the meaning of the word 
restore and it is quite simply: - “to give something stolen, or removed, 
back to the original owner.” 

If we think about it that is exactly what God does for you and I. He 
restores that which the moth and Cankerworm have destroyed. Resto-
ration is the nature of God. CS Lewis the great Christian modern-day 
writer said, “If I find in myself a desire which no experience in this world 
can satisfy…I was made for another world.” We are not of this world, 
there is an insatiable emptiness and hunger in our souls that nothing 
can fill, but the love of God. It is only hope in Jesus Christ that can 
restore that emptiness. Like most of us we lament the mistakes that 
we have made, all of us, if we had to relive our lives again we would 
definitely not make the same mistakes we made in the past. I have spo-
ken to many people who are lamenting because of their past. Maybe 
they have been through a divorce, maybe they have done something 
illegitimately, maybe they have been to prison, maybe they have lost 
their job position because of dishonesty and they are lamenting their 
situation.

My God specialises actually in taking donkeys and making them into 
Durban July racehorse winners. You might ask the question why? 
It’s because He does not and will not share His glory with any man. 
Anything good that we do in our lives literally magnifies the name of 
our Heavenly Father, simply because people know that we in our carnal 
strength, in our fallen state, could never achieve the heights and the 
prizes that we have received through Christ.

So God is a restorer and we can count on God’s promises over our 
lives. As I sit here writing this column I get quite emotional when I think 
of how the Lord took me out of the bottomless pit, just like He did with 
King David and seated me on a rock and restored me.

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Just when you thought you had protected your family from pornog-
raphy on the computer, there’s another threat that’s potentially even 
more significant. The new porn highway that drives right into your 
family home is available via your mobile devices. Sure you can filter 
search engine results there as well, but what I believe are much bigger 
threats are social media apps like Twitter,Instagram, and Pinterest.

While some apps like Instagram say they block “inappropriate” posts, 
apparently they have a very wide view of what inappropriate is for 
most people. Plus, in the age of the “selfie” thousands of young wom-
en are essentially turning Instagram into a personal pin-up gallery and 
filling their page with provocative photographs. In essence, they’re 
treating it like a demo reel for voyeurs.

There’s remarkably little information online about how to restrict porn 
on mobile devices – particularly inside apps. But I found this post 
(http://www.technojoyous.com/2015/08/how-to-block-porn-on-
your-phone-android-iphone.html) – copied in below, that has detailed 
info for both Apple IOS and Android devices. Take the time to find your 
device, and make the changes.  

The great deception is that with apps like Instagram, when you hit the 
“Search” tab, then scroll down to their suggestions, you can’t control 
what they “suggest.” Especially if you have children in the house who 
occasionally use your devices, or have devices of their own, this is 
an absolutely critical issue.  Granted, it’s one more thing that we in a 
digital generation have to think about that never crossed our parents 
or grandparents minds.

Cell phone has become a medium to browse offensive contents 
through the internet. The key reason behind this deed is the privacy 
measures that smart phones provide to users which are very much 
deficient in computers and laptops. Similarly, adult contents have 
become a major interest for mobile phone users since people can 
browse such contents easily and conveniently with higher privacy. But 
this can turn out harmful for you as well as your kids or other mem-
bers.

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Sifaniso is a South African born recording artist, residing in Australia, 
whose sound is a dynamic mix of soul, R&B and gospel.

I also wrote some new songs some that are Christmas songs and 
some that are open ended, and one gospel/ worship song. Some 
of these songs were included so that people can still listen to the 
album even after the season has passed. This album is intended for 
all and have a message that goes even beyond Christmas. masterfully 
produced by Joyous Celebration’s Siyanqoba Mthethwa with Musi-
cians also from Joyous Celebration, this is certainly an album that is 
already drawing the attention of the industry.

There are some very interesting engineering developments happening 
on the top floor of River Park. When you compare the photos from 
our last update to the most current ones, you will notice that some 
of the newly erected structures have been taken down again! This is 
not because of some mistake on the part of the engineers, but rather 
a better way forward on erecting the roof.

The erected segments have come down, and will now be bolted, 3 
segments per stretch, before being lifted into place. In the meantime 
the old roof is fast disappearing and the occasional rain shower serves 
as a “cooling-down” and “shower” function for the workers! All in all 
everything is progressing really well and we are getting more excited 
every day to finally see the new roof in place. River Park will in future 
truly be a landmark on the East London skyline!

Praise the Lord,the budget needs a mere 8,79% to be fulfilled! This 
translates to just over R2,6 million. We gratefully praise God for this. 
The team of Faith Broadcasting Network is extremely privileged to 
have so many like-minded people at their side and is honoured to call 
them friends!

STUDIO PROJECT UPDATE

FRIDAY 20 November 2015
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The end of a year somehow always catches one 
unprepared. It is not as if we are totally unaware 
of the progress of the year but rather that when 
we seriously start preparing for the festivities sur-
rounding our Lord’s birthday, we somehow find it 
hard to believe that December is here yet again. 
Sometimes it feels like the older one gets the 
faster a year speeds by.

In the throes of preparing for Christmas celebra-
tions we are sometimes assuaged by times of 
self-reflecting. Thoughts about what had or hadn’t 
been accomplished sporadically flash through 
one’s mind (well, at least my mind - are there 
other people like that out there?) This time of 
introspection and (could I call it self-evaluation), is 
a positive time to reflect on the missed oppor-
tunities and future hopes and goals. I think it is 
important to reflect like this, not alone but with 
the Lord.

Sadly, this is also the time of the year where 
‘burnout’ victims increase - these are they that 
come to the end of all their strength: mental, 
emotional and physical. The human being (spirit, 
soul and body) comes to a point where everything 
collapses and crashes. Of course “burnout” is not 
restricted to this time of year only, but there is 
some connection between the end of the year to 

the end of one’s tether.
Reflecting upon all this reminded me again of 
the two sisters who were special friends of Jesus: 
Mary and Martha. We’ve often heard and read 
about them. They have often been the subject of 
a teaching or sermon. We know that, according to 
Jesus, Mary chose the “better thing” to do as op-
posed to Martha. Now Martha did not do a BAD 
thing as such, what with working herself to the 
bone in serving the Lord, but she neglected the 
important thing of “waiting” upon the Lord. In a 
sense she was waitressing too much and waiting 
too little. I think that in time Martha would prob-
ably have experienced a burnout of some kind!

Thinking about these extraordinary two women 
made me reflect on another scripture verse found 
in Paul’s letter to the Romans: “However, the Most 
High does not dwell in houses and temples made 
with hands...” (Romans 7:48).

The question today is a simple one: are you 
a candidate for burnout? One of the most 
important factors that will select you as a prime 
candidate is when you try to do all things in your 
own strength. Another is when the quantity of 
things you do for the Lord outweighs the quality. 
You can build hundreds of houses and hundreds 
of churches, you can establish thousands of min-

istries, but if you neglect your time with the Lord 
(your time of waiting upon the Lord) you stand a 
fairly good chance of burning yourself out.

If the Most High does not dwell in houses and 
temples made with hands, then where does He 
dwell? God dwells in the praises of His people 
(Psalm 22:3). If God dwells with us, then we can 
dwell in HIS HOUSE. If God dwells in us then we 
are HIS TEMPLE. Let us never forget to set time 
apart for the One Who deserves all our praise. 
God is not really interested in how much we do 
for Him, but rather how much time we spend 
with Him. Yes, we can talk to God while we are 
physically labouring, and we talk less to Him 
when we are mentally labouring. What God really 
appreciates is when we STOP EVERYTHING for 
Him - all the work, effort, labour, good intentions, 
motivations and attitudes - and simply sit at His 
feet having fellowship.

The cure for burnout is praise. May this thought 
be with you during this time of festivity and re-
flection. I also wish you a blessed time from God 
during this season of celebration and may God’s 
will be fulfilled in every way in the New Year.
